Content: The ancient Hipodrome located within the core of Istanbul was the center of
Byzantine civic life. It was a circus as well as a sporting and social centre of the capital of
the Byzantine Empire. Thanks to these features, the ancient Hipodrome has maintained its
importance until the 10" century. With the slogan “Footprints of Istanbul”, Istanbul AdCom
2016 Historical Peninsula Footrace named event will remind the ancient Hipodrome to
participants as the oldest center of sports activities. It will further support the protection of
cultural heritage by organizing a short marathon within Gulhane Park. During these activities,
Istanbul AdCom 2016 Meeting will also be promoted.

Participants of the race will be given designed event t-shirts. They will leave their personal
“Footprints” on the historical areas of Istanbul. Experts working in the field of conservation,
officials of governmental institutions, freelancers, representatives of NGOs working in the
field, students and inhabitants of Istanbul will be invited to attend the event.

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2- Title of the Event: Sport and Sport Heritage of Izmir’s Social Life within 20" Century
